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HOW TO ATTACH THE GUTTER FIXTURES TO THE EAVES

1. Attaching the standard metal multi-tile roofing, corrugated steel roofing, tile
roofing and standing seam roofing fixture

These figures show how to attach the external gutter fixtures on different kinds of eaves.
The fixtures are suitable for the rectangular K13 and the half-round P13 and P15 fixtures.
The thickness of the support bargeboard is 22 mm.
